Agnes Huntington’s Day
She is the main figure in a long running court case called the Romeo and Juliet of Stonegate. First she married John Bristol but the marriage was disputed because his family did not like her. She then married Simon Monkton but left him due to domestic abuse. The court cases for both of these marriages give a lot of small details about her life. Examples of these are given below.

One morning in 1335 one of Agnes’ mother’s servants found Agnes and John embracing. When the servant asked Agnes what she was doing she said “the past night you told me off for a deed of mine. Now you will see what may be done.” Agnes and John then got married in the doorway of the house (churches were not necessary at this point).
Agnes then married Simon. One afternoon she was at the window of her house on an upstairs floor and Simon was in the garden below and they exchanged vows.

The evening of 25.07.1345 Simon attacked Agnes and she ran away from Huntington back to her stepfather’s house in Stonegate.

On the evening of 25.07.1345 Simon turned up at Agnes’ brother’s house after dinner, to persuade her to come home with him. He thought using a knife was the best way to do this.
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
